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What is Arbitration

Arbitration is an Alternative Dispute Resolution mechanism (ADR) used to
resolve disputes between two or more parties. It is a legal mechanism for
resolution of disputes and is an alternative to court litigation, since it results
in final, binding, and enforceable resolution to disputes, through efficient
procedures, time and cost. The parties agree to resolve through arbitration
all or certain disputes, which have arisen or which may arise between them.
The agreement may be in the form of an arbitration clause in a contract or
in the form of a separate agreement. The arbitration clause/or agreement is
independent of the main contract to which it belongs, the agreement is based
on the principle of autonomy. Additionally, the parties are free to choose in
the arbitration clause the rules including the subject law governing the
resolution of disputes. Arbitration is either conducted
under auspices of an arbitral institution, such as PIAC,
following its procedural rules or it can be ad hoc
without the involvement of an institution.
Whether arbitration is conducted at an institution
or ad hoc, the arbitrators must be impartial, forming the
arbitral tribunal, committed to rendering a fair
and impartial decision as an arbitral award,
after parties in dispute have had an opportunity
to present their cases to the arbitral tribunal. The
arbitral tribunal award is final and binding,
subject to court review only under limited
circumstances, under certain applicable rules,
including setting aside or annulment of the
arbitral award.
